The manufacturer declines any liability for
failure to observe these safety instructions, for
inappropriate use of the appliance or incorrect
setting of controls.

SAFETY WARNINGS

Very young (0-3 years) and young children
(3-8 years) shall be kept away from the
appliance unless continuously supervised.
Children from 8 years old and above and
persons with reduced physical, sensory or
mental capabilities or lack of experience
and knowledge can use this appliance only
if they are supervised or have been given
instructions on safe use and understand the
hazards involved. Children must not play with
the appliance. Cleaning and user maintenance
must not be carried out by children without
supervision.

PERMITTED USE

CAUTION: The appliance is not intended to
be operated by means of an external timer or
separate remote controlled system.

This appliance is solely for domestic, not
professional use.

Do not use the appliance outdoors.
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Do not store explosive or flammable
substances such as aerosol cans and do not
place or use gasoline or other flammable
materials in or near the appliance: a fire may
break out if the appliance is inadvertently
switched on.

This appliance is intended to be used in
household and similar applications such as:

INSTALLATION

The appliance mustbe handled and installed
by two or more persons. Use protective gloves
to unpack and install the appliance.

Installation and repairs must be carried
out by a qualified technician, in compliance
with the manufacturer’s instructions and local
safety regulations. Do

not repair or replace any part of the
appliance unless specifically stated in the user
manual.

Children should not perform installation
operations. Keep children away during
installation. Keep the packaging materials
(plastic bags, polystyrene parts, etc.) out
of reach of children, during and after the
installation.

After unpacking the appliance, make sure
that it has not been damaged during transport.

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In the event of problems, contact the dealer or
your nearest Aftersales Service.

The appliance must be disconnected from
the power supply before any installation
operation.

During installation, make sure the appliance
does not damage the power cable.

Only activate the appliance when the
installation has been completed.

Connection to the mains water supply must
be carried out by a qualified technician in
compliancewiththe manufacturersinstructions
and applicable local safety regulations.

The appliance is to be connected to the
water mains using new hose sets. The old
hose-sets should not be reused. All hoses must
be securely clamped to prevent them coming
loose during operation. All local waterboard
regulations must be complied with. Water
supply pressure 0.05 - 1.0 MPa.

The inlet water temperature depends on the
dishwasher model. If the installed inlet hose
is marked «25°C max», the maximum allowed
water temperature is 25°C.For all other models
the maximum allowed water temperature is
60°C.

Do not cut hoses and, in the case of
appliances fitted with a waterstop system, do
not immerse the plastic casing containing the
inlet hose in water.

If hoses are not long enough, contact your
local dealer.

Make sure the inlet and drain hoses are
kink-free and are not crushed. Before using the
appliance for the first time, check the water
inlet and drain hose for leaks.

During use, the access to the rear wall
should be limited in a sustainable manner
such as approaching the device to the wall or
furniture board.

When installing the appliance make sure
that the four feet are stable and resting on the
floor, adjusting them as required, and check
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that the appliance is perfectly levelled using
a spirit level.

If installing the appliance at the end of a
row of units making the side panel accessible,
the hinge area must be covered to prevent risk
of crushing.

For dishwashers having ventilation
openings in the base, the openings must not
be obstructed by a carpet.

ELECTRICAL WARNINGS

For installation to comply with current
safety regulations, an omnipolar switch with
minimum contact gap of 3mm

is required and the appliance must be
earthed.

If the power cable is damaged, replace
with an identical one. The power cable must
only be replaced by a qualified technician in
compliance with the manufacturer instruction
and current safety regulations. Contact an
authorized service centre. If the fitted plug is
not suitable for your socket outlet, contact a
qualified technician. The power cable must be
long enough to connect the appliance, once
fitted in its housing, to the main power supply.
Do not pull the power supply cable.

Do not use extension leads, multiple sockets
or adapters.

Do not operate this appliance if it has a
damaged mains cord or plug, if it is not working
properly, or if it has been damaged or dropped.
Keep the cord away from hot surfaces. The
electrical components must not be accessible
to the user after installation.

CORRECT USE

The water in the dishwasher is not potable.

The door should not be left in the open
position since this could present a tripping
hazard.

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support the weight of the loaded rack when
pulled out. Do not rest objects on the door or
sit or stand on it.

Use only detergent and rinse additives
designed for an automatic dishwasher.

WARNING: Dishwasher detergents are
strongly alkaline. They can be extremely
dangerous if swallowed. Avoid contact with
the skin and eyes and keep children away from
the dishwasher when the door is open.

Check that the detergent receptacle is
empty after completion of the wash cycle.
Store the detergent, rinse aid and salt out of
reach of children. WARNING: Knives and other
utensils with sharp points must be loaded in
the basket with their points down or placed in
a horizontal position.

The water supply tap must be shut off and
the plug should be removed from the electrical
socket at the end of every program and before
cleaning the dishwasher or carrying out
any maintenance work.

A FIRST TIME USE

ADVICE REGARDING THE FIRST TIME USE

After the installation, remove the stoppers
from the racks and the retaining elastic
elements from the upper rack.

WATER SOFTENER SETTINGS

Before starting the first wash program, set
the hardness level of the water from the mains
supply FILLING THE SALT RESERVOIR.

First load the softener tank with water, then
introduce about 1 kg of salt. It is perfectly
normal for water to flow out.

As soon as this procedure is complete, run
a program without loading. The «Pre-wash»
program alone is NOT sufficient.

Residual saline solution or grains of salt
can lead to deep-down corrosion, irreparably
damaging the stainless steel components.

The guarantee is not applicable if faults are
caused by such circumstances.

Only use salt that has been specifically
designed for dishwashers.

After the salt has been poured into the
machine, the SALT REFILL indicator light
switches off.

If the salt container is not filled, the water
softener and the heating element may be
damaged as a result.

REFINED SALT AND RINSE AID

If you are using a multi-function product,
we recommend that you add salt in any case,
especially if the water is hard or very hard
(follow the instructions given on the packaging).

If you do not add salt or rinse aid, the SALT
REFILL and RINSE AID REFILL indicator lights
will remain lit.

FILLING THE SALT RESERVOIR

The use of salt prevents the formation of
LIMESCALE on the dishes and on the machine’s
functional components.

< It is important that the salt reservoir be
never empty.

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< It is important to set the water hardness.

The salt reservoir is located in the lower part
of the dishwasher PRODUCT DESCRIPTION and
should be filled: .

S when the SALT REFILL indicator light :©
on the control panel is lit.

1. Remove the lower rack and unscrew the
reservoir cap (anticlockwise).

2. Position the funnel (seefigure) and fill the
saltreservoirright up to its edge (approximately
1 kqg); it is not unusual for a little water to leak
out.

3. Remove the funnel and wipe any salt
residue away from the opening.

Make sure the cap is screwed on tightly, so
that no detergent can get into the container
during the wash program (this could damage
the water softener beyond repair).

Whenever you need to add salt, we
recommend carrying out the procedure before
the washing cycle is started.

SETTING THE WATER HARDNESS

To allow the water softener to work in
a perfect way, it is essential that the water
hardness setting is based on the actual water
hardness in your house. This information can
be obtained from your local water supplier.

The factory setting is for average (3) water
hardness.

1. Switch on the appliance by pressing the
ON/OFF button.

2. Switch off the appliance by pressing the
ON/OFF button.

3. Hold down button P for 5 seconds, until
you hear a beep.

4. Switch on the appliance by pressing the
ON/OFF button.

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5. The current selection level number and
the salt indicator light both flash.

6. Press button P to select the desired
hardness level (see Water Hardness Table).

7. Switch off the appliance by pressing the
ON/OFF button.

FILLING THE RINSE AID DISPENSER

Rinse aid makes dish DRYING easier. The
rinse aid dispenser A should be filled when
the RINSE AID REFILL indicator light ¢ on the
control panel is lit.

1. Open the dispenser B by pressing and
pulling up the tab on the lid.

2. Carefully introduce the rinse aid as far as
the maximum (110 ml) reference notch of the
filling space - avoid spilling it. If this happens,
clean the spill immediately with a dry cloth.

3. Press the lid down until you hear a click
to close it.

NEVER pour the rinse aid directly into the
tub.

ADJUSTING THE DOSAGE
OF RINSE AID

If you are not completely satisfied with the
drying results, you can adjust the quantity of
rinse aid used.

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< Switch the dishwasher on using the ON/

DETERGENT

Only use detergent which has
specifically designed for dishwashers.

DO NOT USE washing up liquid.

Using excessive detergent may result in
foam residues remaining in the machine after
the cycle has ended.

To achieve the best washing and drying
results, the combined use of detergent, rinse
aid liquid and refined salt is required.

We recommend using detergents that do
not contain phosphates or chlorine, as these
products are harmful to the environment.

FILLING THE DETERGENT DISPENSER

Good washing results also depend on
the correct amount of detergent being used.
Exceeding the stated amount does not result
in a more effective wash and increases
environmental pollution.

The amount can be adjusted to the soil
level. In the case of normally soiled items, use
approximately either 35g (powder detergent)
or 35ml (liquid detergent) and additional tea

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spoon of detergent directly inside the tub. If
tablets are used, one tablet will be enough.

If the crockery is only lightly soiled or if it has
been rinsed with water before being placed in
the dishwasher, reduce the amount of detergent
used accordingly (minimum 25 g/ml) e.g. skip
the powder/gel putted inside the tub.

For good washing results also follow the
instructions shown on the detergent box.

For further questions please ask the
detergent producers.

To open the detergent dispenser use the
opening device A.

Introduce the detergentintothe drydispenser
B only.

Place the amount of detergent for pre-
washing directly inside the tub.

S When measuring out the detergent refer
to the (see PROGRAMS TABLE) to add the
proper quantity. Compartment B comprises a
level showing the maximum quantity of liquid
or powder detergent that can be added to each
cycle.

S Remove detergent residues from the
edges of the dispenser and close the cover until
it clicks.

< Close the lid of the detergent dispenser by
pulling it up until the closing device is secured
in place.

The detergent dispenser automatically opens
up at the right time according to the program.

If all-in-one detergents are used, we
recommend using the TABLET button, because
it adjusts the program so that the best washing
and drying results are always achieved.

TIPS

Before loading the baskets, remove all food
residues from the crockery and empty the
glasses. You do not need to rinse beforehand
under running water.

Arrange the crockery so that it is held in place
firmly and does not tip over; and arrange the
containers with the openings facing downwards
and the concave/convex parts placed obliquely,

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thus allowing the water to reach every surface
and flow freely.

Warning: lids, handles, trays and frying pans
do not prevent the sprayer arms from rotating.

Place any small items in the cutlery basket.

Very soiled dishes and pans should be placed
in the lower basket because in this sector the
water sprays are stronger and allow a higher
washing performance.

After loading the appliance, make sure that
the sprayer arms can rotate freely.

UPPER RACK

Load delicate and light dishes: glasses,
cups, saucers, low salad bowls. The upper rack
has tip-up supports which can be used in a
vertical position when arranging tea/ dessert
saucers or in a lower position to load bowls
and food containers.

ADJUSTING THE HEIGHT OF THE
UPPER RACK

The height of the upper rack can be
adjusted: high position to place bulky crockery
in the lower basket and low position to make
the most of the tip-up supports by creating
more space upwards and avoid collision with
the items loaded into lower rack.

The upper rack is equipped with a Upper
Rack height adjuster (see figure), without
pressing the levers, lift it up by simply holding
the rack sides, as soon as the rack is stable
in its upper position. To restore to the lower

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position, press the levers A at the sides of the
rack and move the basket downwards.
We strongly recommend that you do not
adjust the height of the rack when it is loaded.
NEVER raise or lower the basket on one side
only.

FOLDABLE FLAPS WITH ADJUSTABLE
POSITION

The foldable flaps can be positioned at three
different heights to optimize the arrangement
of crockery inside the rack.

Wine glasses can be placed safely in the
foldable flaps by inserting the stem of each
glass into the corresponding slots.

For optimum drying results incline foldable
flaps more.

To change the inclination, pull up the
foldable flap, slide it slightly and position it as
you wish.

Use foldable flap as a plastic boxes holder
to avoid relocation of light items by the water
jets in the wash cycle.

For pots, lids, plates, salad bowls, cutlery etc.
Large plates and lids should ideally be placed
at the sides, to avoid interferences with the

Wait for a few minutes before removing
the crockery - to avoid burns.

Unload the racks, beginning with the
lower one.

The machine will switch off automatically
during certain extended periods of inactivity,
in order to minimise electricity consumption.
If the crockery is only lightly soiled or if it
has been rinsed with water before being
placed in the dishwasher, reduce the amount
of detergent used accordingly.

MODIFYING ARUNNING PROGRAM

If a wrong program was selected, it is
possible to change it, provided that it has only
just begun: open the door (be ware of HOT
steam!), press and hold the ON/OFF button,
the machine will switch off.

Switch the machine back on using the ON/
OFF button and select the new wash cycle and
any desired options; start the cycle by closing
the door.

ADDING EXTRA CROCKERY

Without switching off the machine, open
the door (be ware of HOT steam!) and place
the crockery inside the dishwasher.

Close the door and the cycle will begin from
the point at which it was interrupted.

ACCIDENTAL INTERRUPTIONS

If the door is opened during the wash cycle,
or if there is a power cut, the cycle stops. It
starts again from the point at which it was
interrupted once the door has been closed or
the electricity supply is restored.
