According to IEC 62552 standards, the
product shall freeze at least 4.5 kg of food
at 32°Cambient temperature to -18°C or
lower within 24 hours for every 100-litres
of freezer volume.

Itis possible to preserve the food foralong
time only at -18°C or lower temperatures.
You can keep the freshness of food
for many months (at -18°C or lower
temperatures in the deep freeze).
Foods to be frozen should not be allowed to
come in contact with the previously frozen
items to prevent them from getting thawed
partially.

All food should be wrapped
in several layers of paper and stored ina
cool place (e.g. fridge or larder). Containers
of warm water may be placed carefully in
the freezer to speed up the defrosting.

« Neverkeep the food that have passed
best before dates and spoiled in the
refrigerator.
